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Québec Rabbit Rescue’s
Foster Home Program!


The role of foster home for our rescued rabbits is a wonderful form of volunteer work from home which is the backbone of Québec Rabbit Rescue.  This kind of volunteer work is easily customizable to your schedule and lifestyle.

Our Foster Home Program for rescued rabbits consists of finding three foster homes for each rescued rabbit.  The rabbit will stay for a predetermined three-month period with each home.

From experience, we have observed that it takes between two and nine months to find a permanent home for a rescued rabbit, which could become a difficult assignment for a sole foster home.

We have developed a new approach where a foster home can take a rabbit in charge for a fixed period of three months.  If the rabbit has not been adopted after this period, it will be transferred to a second foster home for another three-month period.  Consequently, you will know when the rabbit arrives and when it leaves.

The role of foster home doesn’t mean that you cannot adopt your foster bunny.  Should you decide to do so, you will have to go through the adoption process.

Once the term is finished, the foster home can choose to give a temporary home for another rabbit after a six-month pause.

You can organize your own team of three homes with members of your family, co-workers, friends or neighbours.  However, Québec Rabbit Rescue shall approve each foster home demand individually in accordance with our standards. 

We can supply you:
· A cage

· A blanket for the bottom of the cage

· Pellets to give according to our instructions

· Hay

· A litter box, bowls and/or water bottle
You will supply:
· Fresh vegetables every day

· Litter

· Love and affection

· Regular maintenance of cage and litter box

· Information collected on the bunny to create its file, especially its behaviour, favourite toys and food, and interactions with the surroundings (other animals, children, noise, etc.)

You must also:

· Assist us in making arrangements to bring the bunny to the adoption clinic to help its adoption (once a month);

· Notify Québec Rabbit Rescue of any health condition the rabbit might develop.

Our support:

· During the first week after the arrival, the coordinator will keep in touch regularly to see how things are going with you and the rabbit.

· After that, we will do a follow-up every two weeks to gather information on the rabbit, make arrangements for its presence at the adoption clinics or for an adoption visit, if occasion arises, complete a photo album, discuss your needs in case of vacations, etc.

· Finally, if the bunny is still not adopted, we will organize the transition to its new foster home for the next three months.

· You can become a member of our Yahoo group to communicate with other volunteers and obtain more information on the successes and challenges of Québec Rabbit Rescue.

After that:  

· You remain a member of Québec Rabbit Rescue.

· A Québec Rabbit Rescue attestation will be issued in your name.

· After six months, you will be invited to take a new rabbit for a three-month period.

· You can also get involved in other functions needed by the group.
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
